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Abstract: This paper reports the transformations of work that follow the privatization of a day-nursery. The authors first present the new management devices. Then they show the main characteristics of real work and the conditions to be competent for a professional of early childhood. They observe that the new profit focused style of management, makes it difficult to develop individual and collective skills as well as the recognition of work. Besides, as their feeling of omnipotence is requested, they stand in a paradoxical situation in front of children.
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
